The X>symbol represents “antonym”. The words given can all be chained together in an antonym
chain.

SMART > SLOW B> FAST > EAT

WRONG X RIGHT > LEFT > BROUGHT
SPIRITUAL B> WORLDLY B> INNOCENT B> GUILTY
STABLE > ON THE ROCKS > NEAT > MESSY
EVEN > ODD > NORMAL > PARALLEL
MELTED > FROZEN > FRESH X> POLITE

START > STOP > GO > COME

EASY > HARD X SOFT > LOUD

SAD > GAY > STRAIGHT > CURLY
GENEROUS > CHEAP > DEAR > DESPISED
SEPARATE > COMMON B> RARE > WELL DONE

Taking the highlighted letters yields SYNONYM B> ? X> ALONGSIDE. The missing word is
OPPOSITE.

Note: Crystal doesn't think that “separate” and “common” are antonyms, but Yar totally does.
Note 2: “On the rocks” means a drink with ice. “Neat” is a drink without ice.

Note 3: “Normal” is a fancy math term for “perpendicular”.
